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Khalai anaamka na kuongea na mmea mchanga wa
Mchungwa, “Tafadhali mti wa Mchungwa, kua mkubwa
uzae machungwa mengi mabivu.”
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Khalai anaenda shuleni na njiani anaongea na Nyasi,
“Tafadhali Nyasi, kua kijani zaidi na zaidi na wala
usikauke.”
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Khalai anayapita Maua ya mwituni na kusema,
“Tafadhali Maua, endelea kunawiri ili niweze kukuweka
kwenye nywele zangu.”
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Akiwa shuleni, Khalai anazunguumza na Mti ulioko
katikati ya shule, “Tafadhali Mti, toa matawi makubwa
ili tusome chini ya kivuli chako.”
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Khalai anazunguumza na ua unaoizingira shule yake,
“Tafadhali ua, kuwa mwenye nguvu ili uzuie shule yetu
kutokana na watu wabaya.”
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Anaporudi nyumbani alasiri, Khalai anautembelea mti
wa Mchungwa kuangalia kama machungwa yameiva.
